Adding the suggested references would provide a more comprehensive and up-to-date foundation for the paper's arguments.

	In the introduction, the sentence discussing the cyclical nature of homelessness and substance abuse could be split for clarity, e.g., "Substance use disorders are both a cause and consequence of homelessness. This creates a cyclical problem that is difficult to break." It's also essential to ensure consistent use of terms like "AI-driven interventions" and "AI-powered tools," as uniform application throughout the manuscript will avoid confusion.

The transition between the introduction and the conceptual framework could be smoother; adding a sentence like, "To better understand these challenges, we explore the conceptual framework surrounding drug abuse recovery," would help the flow. Additionally, a thorough proofreading session is needed to catch minor grammatical issues, such as punctuation in lists. For instance, in Section 3, the sentence "AI can enhance the allocation of housing resources by analyzing data to identify individuals at the highest risk of chronic homelessness" could benefit from a review.

Moreover, shifting from passive to active voice will enhance engagement. For example, in the section on predictive analytics, the phrase "Predictive analytics can be used to inform proactive measures" can be revised to "Predictive analytics informs proactive measures." Lastly, addressing awkward phrasing in the conclusion, such as changing "AI holds the promise of transformative outcomes for vulnerable populations globally" to "AI promises transformative outcomes for vulnerable populations worldwide," would improve clarity.

Enhancing transitions between sections will improve overall flow and readability. Additionally, addressing grammatical issues and incorporating more active voice will strengthen the writing style.
The manuscript raises several ethical concerns, particularly regarding data privacy and algorithmic bias. It discusses the importance of adhering to confidentiality and consent protocols when collecting personal information from vulnerable populations, such as homeless individuals. Additionally, it highlights the risk of biases in AI algorithms, which could perpetuate existing disparities if not properly managed.
