Example from the conclusion

"The investigation finds that dissolving the biodegradable cups leads to a 60% reduction in the number of plastic cups to be used and a consumer's willingness to admit consumption of 76% capacity as credible evidence that the biodegradable cups can have a significant impact on city life while dealing with plastic pollution." 

Revised: "The study found that adopting edible wafer cups resulted in a 60% reduction in plastic cup usage. Additionally, 76% of consumers expressed a willingness to use these cups, indicating their potential to significantly reduce plastic waste in Rajshahi City."
In the conclusion, you used the term “single-use plastic koops by the edible wafer koops”. Should the word “koops” be “cups”?
In section 4.4. Challenges and Limitations, some sentences use "a three months time frame." It should be corrected to "a three-month time frame.
