Major Concerns:

1. Most of the references (about 75%) are from the same author or research group (Dwarka et al.), which isn't ideal.  

2. Sections 4.2 and 4.3 pretty much repeat the same stuff about floral constancy, pollination, and foraging. 

3. It makes strong statements like "studies have shown..." but doesn't provide the actual sources or data to back that up. 

4. It switches between terms like "honey bee," "Apis spp.," and specific species like Apis mellifera and A. florea, which could be confusing for readers. 

5. The references are with some missing important details like author initials, journal names, volumes, and page numbers. 

6. There aren't enough references here. For a solid review article, a minimum of 60 well-chosen and up-to-date references is required. Furthermore, at least 70% of these should be from the period 2005 to 2025 to reflect recent advancements and current scientific understanding

5.2. Role of honey bees in enhancing genetic diversity

Honeybees (Apis spp spp) play a crucial role in enhancing the genetic diversity of Guizotia abyssinica by facilitating cross-pollination, which promotes gene flow between different plants and prevents the negative effects of inbreeding. As niger is a partially self-incompatible crop, natural pollination by honey bees ensures effective pollen transfer between flowers of different plants, leading to greater genetic recombination and variation within the population. This genetic diversity is essential for improving agronomic traits such as seed viability, yield potential, oil content and resistance to environmental stresses like drought, pests and diseases. Honey bees exhibit strong floral constancy, meaning they consistently visit niger flowers during foraging trips, ensuring efficient pollen transfer and higher fertilization success. Their ability to forage over large distances enhances outcrossing rates, introducing new genetic material that strengthens the adaptability of niger crops to changing climatic conditions and soil types. Increased genetic variation also contributes to improved seed germination, plant vigor, and overall crop resilience, benefiting both farmers and breeders in developing superior niger varieties. Furthermore, honey bee-mediated pollination enhances biodiversity by maintaining the ecological balance within agro ecosystems, supporting other pollinators and beneficial organisms. Therefore, conserving honey bee populations through pollinator-friendly farming practices, reducing pesticide exposure, and promoting managed beekeeping near niger fields is essential for sustaining genetic diversity, improving crop productivity, and ensuring the long-term success of niger cultivation in diverse agricultural landscapes.
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
