It presents a well-structured ex-post facto study assessing the constraints and extension strategies for Climate Smart Agriculture (CSA) adoption among grape growers in Ahilyanagar District. The methodology is clearly described, data are systematically analyzed, and the findings are logically interpreted with relevant references. However, minor grammatical and formatting improvements could enhance clarity and readability.

	The references in your manuscript are generally relevant and support the key themes of Climate Smart Agriculture (CSA) in grape production. However, while some sources are recent (e.g., Utonga et al., 2024; Yadav et al., 2023), the majority are regional theses or older foundational papers (e.g., Lipper et al., 2014). To strengthen the academic rigor, you may consider including a few more peer-reviewed international journal articles published within the last 3–5 years that discuss CSA adoption challenges, socio-economic drivers, and policy interventions in horticulture or viticulture specifically. This would enrich your literature base and position your findings within a broader scientific discourse.
