	Optional/General comments


	Although the paper appears motivating, several points need to be made clear for the author to be guided in reworking the manuscript:

1. The author needs to reconstruct the Introduction section of the paper to clearly articulate the research problem in terms of the research variables. The length of the Introduction should be around 600-800 words.  The studies cited namely, Carter et al. (2011), Shuai and Wang (2011), and Chen (2011) are obsolete in all respect. The author should do better. 

2. The author did not test for co-integration of the variables, yet, the Ordinary Least Squares (OLS) regression method was used to estimate the regression model. This is wrong econometrically. Exchange rate volatility series should have been calculated using the Autoregressive Conditional Heteroscedasticity (ARCH) and Generalized Autoregressive Conditional Heteroscedasticity (GARCH) models. These models can then be integrated into a threshold model to evaluate the impact on exports and revenues in China.
3. The threshold model technique makes it possible to identify discrete administrations or thresholds, which can show how the degree of volatility or other factors affects how agricultural exports and revenues are affected by exchange rate shocks. Even better, the author could estimate exchange rate volatility using GARCH models and then use this volatility measure in an ARDL model. The short- and long-term impacts of exchange rate fluctuation on agricultural export earnings can therefore be ascertained using the ARDL model, which also accounts for other variables that may affect exports. The analysis results generated for both the short and long run phases should be compared to the findings of earlier researches that are connected. 
4. Better still, the study could examine the long-term and short-term asymmetric interactions between the real exchange rate and industry-specific and aggregate agricultural output using the nonlinear Auto-Regressive Distributed Lag (ARDL) co-integration methodology. This is an additional scholarly endeavor that the author can pursue. To guarantee the model's validity and the dependability of the findings, the author ought to carry out diagnostic tests. The results and study findings are not sufficiently explained in the presentation and so also are the policy intervention's desired outcomes, which include the detrimental effects of exchange rate volatility on agricultural export revenues and overall exports. Given the impact on agricultural demand and profits, especially in developing nations where agriculture contributes to economic growth and revenue generation, the discussion of the results should be tailored to include decreased productivity, rising uncertainty, harm to investor confidence, and increased costs of production. 

5. The policy implications of research findings are not disclosed. As a result, policymakers are unable to better comprehend the intricate connection between agricultural export earnings and exchange rate volatility, which is necessary to guide decisions meant to lessen the adverse effects of exchange rate swings and support profitable agricultural growth. In terms of the Chinese Yuan Renminbi to U.S. Dollar Spot Exchange Rate, Exchange Rate Volatility, Interest Rate, and Foreign Investment Inflow into China, the study is overly precise and does not explain the desired results of the policy action.

6. Who will benefit from the research implications and findings? The research finalization is weak and insufficient because it has not been connected to actionable policy implications by providing specific recommendations based on research findings or instances of effective interventions centered on the study's results.
