	Author should do the following to improve the quality of the paper before publication:

1. A multifaceted approach is required to assess how digital trade affects export competitiveness. Hence, in addition to the baseline fixed effect regression model; the author should conduct robustness estimation checks using any of the following advanced estimation methods such as: difference-in-differences (DID) method; a two-way fixed effects (TWFE) model to verify the influence of digital trade on enterprise competitiveness based on panel data from Chinese listed companies; system GMM method; or panel vector error correction model.
2. In the econometric modeling and estimation, the author ought to think about testing for possible endogeneity problems such measurement errors, missing variables, or bidirectional causality. It is also possible to perform the industry-specific heterogeneity analysis. It would be wise for the author to take into consideration the effects on trade costs, the contribution of digital technologies to improving export efficiency, and the impact of digital transformation on export competitiveness at the business level.

3. The empirical analysis should take into account moderating variables like the extent of digital infrastructure, government support for digital trade, and the size of the domestic market, as well as control variables like GDP, inflation, exchange rates, and trade policies.

4. The discussion section on the research findings should be broadened to fully reflect the policy implications; recommendations are made to improve the export competitiveness of China's enterprises, including focussing on the growth of digital infrastructure, expanding international cooperation in digital technology innovation, and optimising the way the manufacturing sector and digital economy are integrated.

5. The author should specify hypothesis regarding the contribution of digital trade to the enhancement of the export competitiveness. The hypothesis should be tested vis-à-vis the estimated results. This will enable the concluding remarks. Author should discuss caveats and future research directions emanating from the caveats.
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
