My comments

p.2. First sentence: “Significant ecological alterations, impacting ecosystem services and biodiversity are often the causes of urbanization”. Need: Significant ecological alterations, which impact ecosystem services and biodiversity, are often caused by urbanization.

“For example, research shows that cities with a colonial past often have a mix of native and foreign tree species”, it is better to write introduced tree species

p.4. Why Heatmap it sounds a bit strange, more like Diagram (of distribution …

In the section "Materials and methods" it is desirable to add a sentence-justification why such territories were chosen for research and a brief description of these objects. Species Richness Across Habitats but there is no description of these different places

Since the area of the objects is different, it may have been advisable to calculate the average number of tree species per 1 ha of the object, then it seems they would be more comparable

It would be advisable to indicate for each object of research the % of native species and introduced ones (their ratio) in order to be guided in the recommendations for planting native species.

It would be advisable to prescribe which tree species should be added in each study area to improve species balance and make ecosystems more resilient.

The conclusions could be clearer and more specific, perhaps with recommendations for specific research areas.
