The manuscript does not describe the methodology used to search, select, and analyze the literature, which raises concerns about its comprehensiveness and reproducibility. Key components of a robust review—such as inclusion/exclusion criteria, quality appraisal of the included studies, and a critical comparison of the findings (including limitations and gaps in the existing literature)—are missing. To contribute meaningfully to the scientific community, the paper must be substantially revised to meet the methodological standards of a systematic or narrative review.
