1. Why do you find it necessary to write Salvinia minima as Salvinia minima L. in the title of the manuscript? Can you consider reviewing the title to simply write Salvinia minima

2. Salvinia minima should be written consistently throughout the entire manuscript, starting from the abstract, in italicized font.
3. Improve the punctuation in the introduction section, for example some sentences are either lacking full stops or in some cases the full stops are misplaced.
4. Check the proper spelling of the Materials and Methods section; not “Materiales Y Metodos”
5. Can you first write ICP-MS in full initially in your Methods section before abbreviating it subsequently; [ i.e. as Inductively coupled Plasma Mass Spectrometry]
6. Check the font of the Statistical Analysis section; it is different from that of the rest of the manuscript and seems to have been copied from some other article and pasted directly into your manuscript. The same applies to the explanatory statements written below some figure legends of some graphs in the Results section.
7. In the Results section; “the variation in As over long periods in culture solution did not show an significant difference in the time series analyzed”. What does this tell you about the Saturation point of As in the Salvinia minima plant? Can you comment on this point in your discussion? What is the possibility that Salvinia minima releases the excess As back into the water after getting fully saturated during water phytoremediation? 
8. Check the proper spelling of environment in the second sentence of your discussion.
