In several instances, there is no spacing between the end of a paragraph and the beginning of a new section, making the structure unclear. Text alignment is also inconsistent, with some paragraphs being left-aligned instead of fully justified. In general, the document's layout requires revision: unnecessary line breaks appear within words and line spacing is not uniform across sections. Additionally, the in-text citations begin at number 6 and some references are formatted as superscripts. It is recommended that the citation numbering be corrected and a single, uniform referencing style be applied throughout the manuscript.
