	While the author claims the use of  a qualitative approach in this study, I would suggest she specify what method has been adopted as there are many under qualitative research. 

In addition, while acknowledging limitations is conventional in academic writing, I suggest the author mention that in the Conclusion section, leaving limited room in the abstract to include other important elements, such as methods, implications, and so on.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	I would say “yes” unless the author make some amendments. In Introduction section, the author is advised to write with citations from previous writings to support any of her claims, such as “The international community generally regards China’s targeted poverty alleviation policy as efficient and focused.”; “However, the announcement of China’s eradication of absolute poverty has also raised doubts in the international community. Some countries underestimate the scale and speed of China’s poverty reduction efforts, question the authenticity of China’s poverty alleviation achievements and misunderstand the applicability of China’s poverty reduction model in other countries.” ; “When it was introduced into China, the academic community proposed four different versions of the term “深度翻译”“厚翻译” “厚重翻译” “丰厚翻译”.” ...We need evidence to support such claims. The author should double-check the article to avoid writing without sufficient citations.

Further more, I would suggest the author justify her choice of “Acronym”, “Rhetorical Phrases”, and “Words with Historical and Contemporary Characteristics”. In other words, how does the author categorize challenges into these three types? If these are the results of the study, it would benefit from telling the readers how many cases out of the whole white paper are collected.
