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	This study evaluated how cassava mill effluent (CME) affected the growth of leguminous plants in simulated soils and rhizosphere microorganisms. The results show that soil acidity brought on by CME influences metal toxicity and nutrient bioavailability, which in turn impacts the organization of microbial communities and plant nodulation. In legumes, acidic environments decreased nodule development and functionality.
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
