	The manuscript is not yet fully correct or complete, because several requirements for rigorous knowledge creation have not been satisfied. The core concepts like ownership structure, risk tolerance and internationalization, are introduced accurately, in line with mainstream corporate-governance and international-business literature, so the foundational idea is sound. However, significant deficiencies in theoretical framing, methodological specification and evidence render many of the paper’s causal claims unsubstantiated.
