	In both tables, there is no point in changing the control values. They must be standardized for both GA3 and organic manure. This is a common control for both GA3 and organic matter.
The expressions "Anonymous, 2022-23; May 2024–25” to express year or time are not scientific form. 

The expressions " FYM @ 12 t/ha ; Vermicompost @ 4 t/ha ; Poultry manure @ 2.5 t/ha " to express fertilizer doses are not scientific form. They must be written scientificallyt.

What are the constituent elements of the farmyard used in this study?

What are the elements used in the composting of the vermicompost used in this study? What are the proportions of these constituent elements in the composting of the vermicompost used in this study?

This error “comma before and” is repeated too much in the manuscript.

Control should not be part of treatments from organic manures (Page 2).

Overall, there are seven treatments instead of nine. So there is only one absolute control for the treatments (organic manures and GA3). In fact, "O1-Control" and "G1-Absolute control" on page 7 should merge to give a single treatment (Absolute control). For this, I propose another name like "GO: No application of GA3 or organic manure" to signify that it is a universal absolute control for this study.

The transition paragraph between points 3 and 3.1 should be avoided since this is not where the editorial group will insert the illustrations.

Some titles contain punctuation. This is not normal.

The results in the figures are not consistent with those commented in the manuscript. These figures should be deleted.
