· The socio economic status of the older population. The wealthy old person will not experience the same problems as an old person who is having financial challenges.

Additionally, relatives are inclined to put in more effort for well to do seniors in the family. 

· Do senior citizens who are experiencing financial problems get a pension grant?

· No mention has been made of the ways in which senior citizens can be abused by their relatives. This treatment can contribute to depression.

· Given the shift from the extended family, are there geriatric homes in Nigeria to facilitate the care of senior citizens who may be unable to live alone or have no relatives to care for them?

· Is there any type of preparation done with persons who are near retirement age?

Some public sector and private organizations organize financial planning workshops/seminars, etc. Within the community some groups do this for persons employed in the informal sector.

· What is the role of the church in helping senior citizens in Nigeria? Not just the weekly mass or prayer service, but social events, outings, concerts, fashion shows, etc.  

· What of government funded community based programmes and NGOs? What use is 

made of community centres with respect to programmes for senior citizens?

· Do the health centres facilitate home visits for the more vulnerable senior citizens?

· The writer should examine what is done in Japan and China also, not only Kenya and India.

· Future research should be done to find out from the senior citizens what they want and based on the data gathered informed policy decisions can be made and implemented.
