This will help readers unfamiliar with these constructs better contextualize the study.
iii) Including a brief conceptual or theoretical framework, even as a paragraph or visual model, would greatly enhance the clarity of the study. It will also justify the selection of specific domains and guide readers through the logical foundation of your research design.
iv) To improve transparency, please include a brief timeline or mention key phases such as instrument development, data collection, and analysis. This will also help readers understand the context and duration of the research process.
v) It is recommended to include the research instrument as an appendix or supplementary file. Also, please state the exact data collection period to enhance the replicability and transparency of the study.
