	It appears to be scientifically sound overall, but there are some issues that should be addressed:
· Unrealistically High PM Values ( Reported mean concentrations of PM₁ and PM₂ (e.g., 5,929 µg/m³ in Uyo; 6,528 µg/m³ in Ibeno) are several orders of magnitude higher than typical indoor or outdoor levels worldwide. Please crosscheck it carefully!
· Sampling limitations ( Although seasonal measurements were taken, the study's scope was limited to a single residential building per community. This makes the findings less representative and generalizable. The manuscript should therefore more explicitly state this as a major limitation.

· Over-interpretation ( The finding from the mixed-effects models, that location had a minimal effect on particulate levels, seems to contradict the descriptive data, which shows clear differences between locations. This discrepancy needs to be explained.
