	The abstract provides an overview of the study’s purpose, methods, findings, and implications. It clearly starts with the background and focuses on the benefits of adopting digital payment systems both among the Nigerian consumers and e-commerce enterprises. The data collection method and sample size is also highlighted. The popular choices for daily transactions are credit/debit cards and mobile wallets, spurred by confidence, trust in digital payments also facilitates financial reporting. The study also touches on investing in Digital Payment consumer education covering security awareness and need for improvement in the system. The abstract does not point out the minor concerns of (20%) e-commerce participants expressing doubts about the accuracy of financial reporting which is attributed to incomplete integration with third-party platforms. The study is more concerned with the spending pattern than the consumer purchase decision.  In order to make the abstract better reflect what's been studied, these minor concerns might be included as specific findings.No deletion suggested.

	While the manuscript demonstrates rigor and logical approach to its research question, it also has limitations that hamper its scientific rigor and generalizability.

Strengths: 

The research questions, objectives and hypothesis are clearly articulated to fit into the identified gap .

The study adopts a mixed-method research design, the target population is individual customers of Nigerian e-commerce brands identified with a convenience sampling method, uses a questionnaire-based survey to collect responses online.

The study's adherence to the ethical standards set by the Nigerian Research Ethics Committee (Yakubu et al., 2017) is appropriate.

The questionnaire is well designed with 3 sections to collect information aligned with the objectives set.

Areas for improvement

 Although this is a quantitative approach ,the authors justify the sample size of 40  as "suitable since it offers enough information to examine patterns and trends" and cite a reference for "trustworthy results" in similar studies, this reference (Palinkas et al., 2013)  is mainly a qualitative study .There is a need for a bigger sample size, this limitation hinders the generalisation of results to broader Nigerian population.

As put forth in methodology, the study is purely a quantitative survey of consumers, there is no revelation of findings from any interviews with consumers or stakeholders in the “results” or “findings” section. Hence the authors need to justify the claim of a mixed-methods approach, otherwise it could be misleading. 

The study speaks about financial reporting accuracy. It is the accuracy of record of transactions generated by the DPS for the consumer. The meaning of financial reporting accuracy should be included. The study's data from consumers provides insights into perceptions of accuracy but doesn't directly address the operational challenges like failed transactions, hidden costs or transaction errors.
