	Since the study is based on only one year’s data it would be better to clarify that the study is cross-sectional. A more appropriate title would be
‘Determinants of Informal Employment in Jammu and Kashmir: A Cross-Sectional Empirical Analysis’

	The abstract states that the study focuses on estimating the quantity and factors influencing informal employment in Jammu and Kashmir. However the paper does not provide  empirical analysis of measuring /quantifying  informal employment in Jammu and Kashmir.  The paper focuses on identifying the demographic determinants of informal employment in 2023-24.
Furthermore there is a total disconnect between the factors identified in the abstract and the factors considered in the logistic regression.

	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The study has calculated logistic regression coefficients for the determinants of informal employment in 2023-24. Each coefficient indicates the log-odds change in the likelihood of being informally employed compared to a reference category. The study is cross sectional and only provides a snapshot of the relationships between variables in 2023-24. With just one year of data, it is difficult to infer causal relationships between independent factors and informal employment. The observed relationships may arise due to correlations, with such cross sectional  data any causal inferences about which factors actually lead to informal employment is difficult to establish. So policy decision making which has been purported as per the abstract based on such intertemporal study is not possible.
Also the comparability and compatibility of data taken from different sources ( ILO and NSSO) needs to be checked.
