Relevant situations were elaborately discussed at discussion section. However, discussion section needs further improvement, please avoid repetition of texts. The mean age of T2DM you stated the urban population was 23.8 ± 0.3 years, seems much lower that usual for Type 2 DM. Please provide your explanation.

Conclusions were focused on the findings of the study.
