To enhance the credibility of the findings, I suggest including more data from the RCCCP surveys. The data which focuses on the particular resource requirements of different categories of population, based on these survey findings, would provide more actionable insights. 

The only challenge here is that not everyone is well-trained about modern software like Docker and Power BI, so implementing at the ground level can be more technical. But as the results are very impressive, this can bring a beneficial outcome. As it aids in integrating the data at the district level and community level. 

Extrapolating its integration to other counties can be even more promising in meeting the unmet needs.

I also suggest enhancing the discussion section for better readability and reproducibility.
