RCCCP is in the context of evaluating strategies in complex systems, standards for ratio of comprehensive cost to comprehensive profit. It is a metric used to assess the effectiveness of different approaches by comparing the total negative impacts (costs) to the total positive impacts (profits). A lower RCCCP value generally indicates a more desirable strategy.
Comprehensive cost includes negative impacts of strategy, encompassing economic, ecological and social costs; comprehensive profit (CP) represents all positive impacts on the strategy and considering economic ecological and social benefits.

DHIS2 and HISP is nothing but a supporting local information systems used world wide. DHIS2 is a open source software platform and implemented by the DHIS2 network and is a global collaboration between at HISP Centre at the University of Oslo and local HISP groups in Africa, Asia, the Middle east and Americas. These applications are approved by World Health Organization and are being used world wide in the subject matter. Hence, the method, the application of tools are exactly in line with universal applications but as mentioned above the author made two contradictory statements that are to be addressed properly.
