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	Reclamation of saline soils through leaching is an environmentally and economically viable option when adequate water and drainage are available. It becomes even more sustainable when combined with smart irrigation water management and the use of halophytic or salt-tolerant crops in the transitional phases. Instead of relying on chemical inputs, leaching offers a practical means of restoring soil fertility and reducing the impact of salinization on agricultural production.
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
