	The sources cited in the text are pertinent, but many of them present older dates, such as the 1990s and the early 2000s. Although there are some newer citations, from 2023 to 2025, the bibliographic research lacks a certain balance. To improve the study, it would be beneficial to include more research from the last five years on topics such as sustainability, bee health, the effects of climate change, and technological progress in beekeeping.
