	While the manuscript addresses a relevant topic, some scientific shortcomings affect its overall rigour. Firstly, the hypotheses are not clearly stated in a standard declarative or testable form but are instead expressed through equations, which may hinder their interpretation and empirical validation. Secondly, although the ARDL (Autoregressive Distributed Lag) approach is adopted, it is not applied appropriately. In particular, the manuscript omits the Bound Test for cointegration, which is a fundamental step in validating the long-run relationship between variables when using the ARDL methodology. This omission weakens the robustness of the empirical findings and undermines the credibility of the model’s long-run estimates.

	The references cited in the manuscript are not sufficiently up to date, with the most recent source dating back to 2020. Given the evolving nature of economic policy and empirical methods, especially in the context of post-pandemic fiscal dynamics, it would strengthen the manuscript to incorporate more recent literature.
