Moreover, the extraction of references in the manuscript is not according to the criteria and regulations of the journal. Therefore, the author and the group of authors must review it carefully and change it to suit the journal's standards.


	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The language/English quality of the article is basically suitable for academic communication. However, there are many grammatical and text errors in the manuscript.


	

	Optional/General comments


	This manuscript mainly deals with agroforestry farming models currently being applied in India to help mitigate and improve the situation of climate change. It primarily analyzes the benefits and suitability of farming models regarding ecology and the environment.

- In my opinion, should the authors analyze the advantages and disadvantages of these farming models? In addition to the ecological environment factor, other factors should also be examined and considered, such as the suitability of crops to site conditions, environmental competition between tree species, nutritional space, yield, and economic efficiency from these models.

- Errors in text, grammar, and document citation need to be carefully checked and edited to suit the criteria and requirements of the journal.

- The manuscript has too many keywords; usually, 3-5 keywords are enough.

- This manuscript does not mention research methods. It is necessary to supplement it.

- Lots of formatting errors: missing period (.) at the end of a sentence, no space after a comma (,), messy and irregular quotes, and use of English terminology. Need to reread every word to correct it.

2) Which of these basic requirements is the most important? Why?
