	The references are generally sufficient and recents.it covers the earlier studies to the latest(2000 -2025) which are reputable journals from Microbiology and Vertinary Science. However, I will recommend that authors should consider recent one health policy investigations such as FAO, 2023,2024,2025 which enphasized global coordination in order to address health threats which are interconnected between animals,humans and the environment with a strong focus on antimicrobial resistance as well as investigation of  by adediran et al., 2023 which highlight African contributions to AMR Survelliance in livestock particularly cowmilk.This can be inserted in the geographical distribution as it doesnot mention Africa. The conclusion of adediran et al., 2023 can also be of benefits to this manuscript. It recommended and support the need for routine monitoring of resistance patterns in animal-derived food products.

	Yes, the language quality is suitable for scholarly communication because it maintained professional tone throughtout the manuscript,it uses precise terminilogy from microbiology and veterinary medicine. Sections are clearly organized with headings from Abstracts to References.However, I recommend that authors should check for areas for improvement such as typographical consistency e.g uniform formatting of section titles such as materials and methods should be Materials and Methods and grammar punctuation e.g at the geographical distribution, there should be full stop between remain limited (13%) and This regional and host-specific bias highlights. Again at the summary of results, there should be full stop between and North Africa and America (10%) and Phytochemical characterization consistently revealed.
