	The study is methodologically sound. The sampling strategy (16 samples across 4 basins, multiple seasons), extraction method (QuEChERS), and analysis (GC-MS/MS) are appropriate and robust. Data analysis (statistical treatment, correlation analysis) is correct. Limitations should be acknowledged: relatively small sample size and lack of direct linkage to crop contamination.
