2. The introduction is informative, but it could benefit from a more explicit linkage between the historical background and the current applications of horticultural therapy. You might consider expanding on how the early use of horticulture therapy in ancient times directly influenced modern practices, particularly in disability care.

3. The conclusion is generally well-structured but could be more action-oriented. Consider adding a line about the potential need for more large-scale studies or multi-center trials to validate the therapeutic benefits you’ve outlined.
