	The abstract is detailed, however, it does have areas in which could improve. macconkey (delete this mention as it cannot isolate S. Aureus) should be removed. Percentages should be reported uniformly. The concluding section could be more focused on the Public Health impact of MRSA in a younger group of population.

	Yes, the manuscript is accurate and scientifically sound (minor details require attention in the methods section - culture media and AST interpretation).

	The references listed are reasonably adequate, however, adding some more recent studies (2021-2023) especially fact same AMR reports from the WHO and MRSA surveillance studies in Nigeria/West Africa would add value to this manuscript.
