	Revise Abstract: 

This review investigates the possible health and economic consequences of prohibiting tobacco and alcohol in Cameroon, and the purpose is to find the best strategies that can be used to improve the well-being of the population. Based on the evidence of the global situation, the recommendations of the WHO, and the experience of other nations, including Turkey and South Africa, the study also shows a high burden of alcohol-related and tobacco-related diseases, and positive outcomes of the regulatory interventions. A special focus is placed on the possibility to decrease healthcare expenses, enhance productivity, and alleviate the number of violence and cases of trauma. The results highlight the importance of the fact that a wide-ranging control measures in Cameroon may result in significant changes in both the health of the population and economic performance, which offers the best understanding to the policy makers and may become part of a much bigger debate on substance regulation worldwide.
