	Summary of the Manuscript

The author presents a longitudinal study examining the implications of banning tobacco and

alcohol in Cameroon, highlighting alcohol as a significant contributor to global mortality with an

estimated 2.25 million deaths attributable to its use in 2004.The study addresses an important

topic and uses a longitudinal design recommended by World Health Organization, which is a

significant strength. The findings suggest a positive evidence-based interventions that have

proven effective in reducing alcohol consumption in other countries.

Major Comments:

1. Health Impact Overestimation: The author’s projections of global mortality are likely

overestimates. The author fails to account for potential substitutional effects, where

people might replace tobacco and alcohol with other harmful substances, such as

cannabis, illicit drugs, or even excessive consumption of high sugar products. A robust

analysis must address these unintended consequences.

2. Lack of Empirical Data: This write up is heavily dependent on theoretical assumptions

rather than real world data from country X. For the economic analysis, the author does

not provide sufficient data on the informal market once taxes are increased, which would

undoubtedly proliferate under a total ban. This omission makes the economic impact

assessment, particularly on tax revenue loss and black market crime, largely a theoretical

exercise.
