In methodology part, exact timing of sampling was not mentioned which is important in testosterone levels. Also the kit manufacturer and other data was not mentioned.

Apparantley normall and healthy fertile men was not described exactly and scientifically like what criteria was used for semen analaysis result analysis.

Many confounding factors like alcohol, smoking ,chronic infections, recent febrile illness, varicocele, medication, occupational exposures are there that was not mentioned and evaluated.
