 There is also a slight discrepancy in the use of statistical error (SEM vs. SD) that should be resolved for clarity.

The underlying research is of intrinsic value and a worthwhile contribution. With revision that resolves these language and procedural matters, the manuscript should be acceptable for publication.

Your work addresses a practical and very relevant clinical problem. The research has been well organized, and the results are of great clarity and value. However, for publication, it needs to be revised carefully for English language mistakes and style.
