	It provides complete and substantiated coverage of the micropropagation methodology from nodal segments and callus. This represents a contribution and validation of protocols for nodal micropropagation and indirect organogenesis induced by 2,4-D and NAA from callus. Genotypic characterization of regenerants from callus, not done, would have been important.

Although a high number of nodal segments were used in each treatment replicate throughout the study, only two replicates were established, which limits the degree of freedom for the ANOVA. However, the statistical treatment is correct in separating the means.
