· Please correct "Clustridium perfringens" to "Clostridium perfringens" for proper spelling.

· The word "ubiquitious" should also be changed to "ubiquitous" for the correct spelling.

· In the "Discussion and Recommendation" section, the sentence "Presence of these bacteria in diabetic foot ulcer might be attributed to ubiquitous nature of these microbes and favourable underlying factors such as hyperglycemic condition and necrotic tissues" should be rephrased for better clarity and readability.

· It is recommended to use "hour" instead of "hr" for consistency and formality.
