	While the study utilized Taylor Hand Function Test to assess the relationship between BMI and hand dexterity performance in school-aged children its better to use an umbrella term ‘ Activities of Daily living (ADL) ‘  Where ever mentioned in the manuscript. The sentence in the introduction section on page 3 paragraph 2 needs to be cited with accurate reference.  I believe this will enchance the clarity of the manuscript “ While tools like the Jebsen-Taylor Hand Function Test (JTHFT) offer a comprehensive assessment of functional hand use, they have been underutilized in examining BMI-related differences in dexterity”( Citation needed here) . The study was conducted in Nigeria so this regional diversity in terms of difference in BMI from other parts of the world could impact the generalizability of the results it should be also acknowledged as a potential limitation of this study.
