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	The author has addressed some of the feedback I previously provided, but the article still has many issues. The sources are generally not well synthesized; they are mostly name- dropped without critical engagement or explanation of how they relate to the article’s ideas. In the literature review, for instance, Fish and Tillyard are mentioned without publication dates, and the author does not indicate what new argument or perspective they intend to introduce.
In the analytical section, the author notes a desire to explore the figurative tropes in the poem. Although the close reading is strong, it is unclear how this analysis offers a new contribution to the scholarly discourse on Marvell’s “To His Coy Mistress.” Some of the arguments read as though they may have been generated by AI, and the discussion of imagery does not present an original insight, which weakens the piece.

Additionally, the references are not cited properly, and unnecessary links are included.
