	The citations in the manuscript are not presented uniformly. In some places et al. is italicized, while in others it is not. The use of brackets for publication years is inconsistent. Some references follow full journal style (with DOI, volume, pages), while others are incomplete. Cross check references some in text citation are missing and conversely some references are missing in text citation. The referencing style is inconsistent. In-text citations are provided in author–year format, while the reference list is numbered instead of being arranged alphabetically. The manuscript should follow a single, uniform citation style according to the journal’s guidelines. Additionally, bacterial names should be italicized consistently.

	Methodology: Section numbering: Fix duplicate “2.4.”Lacking important details: The media type, antibiotic concentration, and the sequencing platform were not reported. Modernization: Update to newer MEGA version; enhance reliability of trees(1000 bootstrap) and above.
Results: Weaknesses: Results and discussion were mixed together, few overgeneralized statements (e.g., 100% resistance), there was a lack of relationship with larger AMR ecology/public health implications.
Recommendation: Significant revision: make more sense, reorganize results versus discussion, sharpen claims, and weave in more literature.
Citation: There is inconsistencies in the use of brackets to indicate the year of publication.
