	1. You should consider making a small clarification in the title of the article, because at the moment it gives the impression that the paper focuses only on antibacterial activity, while upon reading it becomes clear that antifungal activity is also discussed.

2. Why did you use kilograms as the unit of measurement in the description of the ligand synthesis procedure? The quantities of substances used for synthesis are too small for that unit, so they should be converted to grams.

3. Why is your ligand designated as HL31? Since only one ligand is discussed in this article, it does not require numbering and should simply be labeled as HL.

4. According to the presented bonding schemes, the proposed structure of the cobalt complex does not correspond to the formula given in the article [Co(C30H21O3N5S)]·nH2O — where are the chloride counterions? The formula appears to have been copied from the manganese complex and should be corrected.

5. Consequently, the molar mass of the complex should also be corrected in Table 1.

6. How can you explain that the yield of your product exceeds 100%?

7. Why is there a column for DMSO activity in Table ? This column can be removed from the table.

8. How do you explain that the melting point of the cobalt complex is so close to that of the ligand, falling within the margin of experimental error?
