	The current title emphasizes gender equality within the maritime logistics sector…However, the objectives and article selection do not consistently focus on this domain, and only four of the reviewed articles relate directly to maritime logistics. Therefore, the title does not accurately reflect the scope of the study.

	The abstract provides a general overview of the theme but does not clearly articulate the specific focus on maritime logistics, nor does it justify the inclusion of diverse sectors such as STEM and industrial domains. A clear explanation of the study’s scope, criteria for article selection, and how insights from broader sectors are intended to inform the maritime logistics context can be included.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	There is not a clear alignment between the objectives and the evidence reviewed, which affects the scientific robustness of the conclusions. The methodology for article selection is not sufficiently explained, particularly regarding how studies from various unrelated sectors inform maritime logistics.
