	The abstract is lacking depth and incorporates many significant issues which should be corrected for the article to be considered complete and ready for publication.

1. Content Missing/Content Placeholder – The Section under Abstract is missing a Sentence stating “Describe the Study Design in this Section.”

2. Conflicting Study Aims – The Abstract states that Risk Factors are the main goal of the Research; however, when we proceed to the Methodology Section, we find that the Medicinal Plants have become the focus of the Study. This creates an inconsistency.

3. Future Dates – The Abstract lists the Date of the Study as 2025, whereas the current Date is the Date of Submission.

	Certainly, the level of quality and correctness in both the English Language and Language Systems is not appropriate for the purposes of communicating via scholarly means. 

Major Problems with the Manuscript as a Result of Writing/Languages Issues:

-There are numerous grammatical errors and awkward phrasing, shifting back and forth from past to present to future.

-There are subject-verb agreement problems (i.e., "The study involve patients" should be written as "involved").

-There are many articles missing (e.g., "a," "an," "the") from sentences in the text.

-Sentences are run-on and clauses are fragmented.

	There are 4 sections of the manuscript and each section must include the following:

- The results section will include a summary of the main findings and will be followed by the discussion section. In the discussion section authors interpret their results and compare them to previously published literature.
