	1)The solubility of the samples are within the range at different temperatures 65 to 95 oC (7.75±0.00 to 5.80±0.01 %) in UPBPF, 34.8±0.01 to 7.78±0.00 in UPUPF, 49.1±0.01 to 2.96±0.01 in UUBPF and 143.7±0.04 to 16.4±0.01 in UPPF. UPPF has the highest solubility (143.7±0.04 at 75 oC) while the lowest was obtained in UUBPF (2.96±0.01) at 85 oC,  - add units and see the text below.  

2)You should not repeat the values presented in Tables  in the text. For instance, all the above values of the comment 1 is presented in Table 4

3) Can’t understand how the solubility in % may be higher than 100%????

4) It is desirable to decipher all abbreviations in Tables in Table footnote so that it is possible to use the Table data without the text

3. Solubility higher than 100 % does not invalidate the results qualitatively.  The reason for this may be due to the possibility of structural modification during processing such as breaking down of macromolecules into smaller soluble molecules. It could also be due to incomplete drying of the initial samples
