	the Manuscript “Assessing the agronomic benefits and adoption potential of cocodust seedling nurseries in vegetable systems in Bangladesh” addresses to cocodust-based seedling nurseries aimed at improving vegetable productivity. The study is of interest to society and may be published in Asian Journal of Agriculture and Allied Sciences after appropriate review. The methodology needs to be revised. Otherwise, the manuscript cannot be accepted for publication. The following observations need to be addressed:
1. Introduction:

 - Please explain how cocodust is obtained, using current references. 

- Explain in more detail, with examples and references, about pesticides and chemical fertilizers, relating them to the advantage of using cocodust as a sustainable resource.

2. Material and methods:

- The methodology requires the necessary information for understanding the results obtained. There is no explanation of how the plant measurements were taken, making it impossible to determine if the results increased or decreased after the addition of cocodust.

- How was the cocodust applied? What is its composition?

- How was the application of cocodust related to the influence on the use of fertilizers and pesticides?

- What organic fertilizers were used?

- This information should be recorded in the manuscript, along with an explanation of how each step of the methodology was executed.

- Without the details of the methodology, I cannot review the results and the discussion, as I first need to understand how the analyses were performed.
