	Although interest in the topic has increased in recent decades, this article aims to reach further to engage the audience in a deeper exploration of the relatively unexplored “interplay of multiple semiotic resources” (chapter 3). The author reminds us of the multimodality of communication, urging us to seek it everywhere, in the sample of Nigerian pop culture. The importance of this research is in revealing “cultural symbols” (3) of the “visual narrative” (3) and “lyrical content” (3). The topic revives the existing Multimodal Discourse Analyses (MDA) of feminism in Nigerian pop culture. The article is expected to have an impact on the audience beyond the research field, given its relevance and depth. The findings are reached through a qualitative methodology that conveys “cultural and emotional messages” (4) through linguistic, visual, and auditory modes.

	Concluding statements are well supported by findings from the relevant sources, making the article scientifically original. The author starts by asking research questions that showcase the relations between language and music. For example, the emotional impact of visual stimuli was explored. The theoretical MDA framework is also included, analyzing semiotic resources.

	The references cited in this article are adequate and current. However, there are instances in the six introductory paragraphs where only two citations are noted. Adding more references would reduce the tone of preaching and enhance the relevance of the article.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The quality of language is solid. However, here and there, some serious errors occurred, e.g., “Visually, the use of natural settings, symbolic gestures, and carefully chosen costumes reinforces themes of purity, nurturing, and new beginnings.” Moreover, spelling “s” or “z” needs to be consistent, unlike “Olayemi's work is particularly relevant to the current study as it provides a methodological framework for analyzing gender representation in Nigerian music videos.” “Although this study focuses on advertising rather than music videos, its application of semiotic theory to analyses visual elements and emotional appeals in Nigerian media is relevant to the current research.” In addition, some paragraphs are too long. The author might reconsider dividing them into shorter units for better readability.
