	The abstract is comprehensive. Here are a few suggestions and hints regarding its improvement:

In the title secondary, in the abstract (the third line), lower secondary - clarify it.

Some of the keywords are already mentioned in the title – better not repeat them in the keywords again, and better not use a single word noun such as Uganda, Lango subregion, policy in the key words

	Yes, overall, the policy article is good. However, the introduction section can be made a little longer and much more comprehensive as it incorporates the literature review of the article as per the article that has been developed.

	The references cited are sufficient in the discussion section. However, some references can be added (and cited) to the introduction, the methodology, and the discussion sections to justify the authenticity of the arguments.
