	The abstract is quite transparent and mostly inclusive, as it provides details about the objective, methods, important findings, seasonal variation, standards followed, and recommendations. However, few modifications can be recommended. Pointing out the number of schools and periods followed for the study would be helpful in improving methodological aspects. The permissible standard followed (for instance, NAAQS standards or the international standards set by WHO) can be explicitly written. Numeric values can be slightly minimized to make it more compact, and repetitive words like ‘overall’ can be avoided to the maximum extent.
