 where, 

Vi (or Ci as used) is the estimated concentration of ith parameter in the analysed water. 

Vo is the ideal value of this parameter in pure water and, Vo = 0 (except pH =7.0 and DO = 14.6 mg/L) 

                Si is recommended standard value of ith parameter.           (Ogbodo et al., 2020)
