	Coir spinning is a traditional, labour-intensive cottage industry in India, mainly concentrated in Kerala, Tamil Nadu, Karnataka, and coastal regions. It provides employment to a large number of workers, particularly women from economically weaker sections. The structure of the labour market in this sector significantly influences the welfare, income security, and working conditions of workers.
The labour market in coir spinning is characterised by informality, decentralisation, gender dominance, and low wages, which adversely affect workers’ welfare.
