	It includes a substantial list of references that cover ethnomedicinal context, proximate and mineral analyses of various plants, and general nutritional textbooks. However, there are key limitations, for example Many citations are older than 5–10 years or references focus largely on general ethnobotany and proximate composition of other species, with minimal inclusion of recent research directly on T. cordifolia beyond ethnomedicinal descriptions.
